
ALAFIA 
RIVER STATE 

PARK 
 Alafia River State Park opened 
to the public in February 1998.  The 
park consists of over 6,000 acres with 
approximately 12 miles of river bank 
along the South Prong Alafia River.  
The land was formerly used for phos-
phate mining and was donated to the 
State of Florida in 1996.  As a rela-
tively new addition to the Florida Park 
Service, Alafia River State Park offers 
some of Florida's unique recreational 
opportunities.  The Park offers off 
road bicycling, horseback riding, hik-
ing, fishing, camping, picnicking, bird-
ing, canoeing and kayaking. 
 
 Horseback riders can enjoy ap-
proximately 20 miles of horse trails.  
The trails are well marked and weave 
around lakes, over hills and through 
wooded areas.  Most of the horse trails 
are wide enough to accommodate bug-
gies and carriages.  The blue trail is a 
perimeter loop, the white trails run 
north and south, the green trails run 
east and west, and the yellow trails are 
peninsula loops.  
 
 Overnight camping is also 
available for visitors and their equine 
friends.  Many of the campsites in-
clude tie-out posts.  Portable contain-
ment is also welcome in the tie-out 
areas.

Alafia River State Park Horse Trail Rules: 
 

• Park hours 8 a.m. to sunset daily. 
• Current negative Coggins test required. 
• Keep horses on designated horse trails. 
• Off-road motorized vehicles are prohibited. 
• Place trash in designated garbage  

receptacles. 
• Alcohol and fireworks are prohibited. 
• All plants and animals are protected, by law, 

in Florida State Parks. 

Daily Equestrian Fees: 
$6.00 - per horse, up to two horses - per 

day, plus tax 
$14.00 - per trailer - per day, plus tax 

Fees do not apply to holders of a Florida State 
Park Annual Pass. 

Annual Passes are available for purchase at the 
park‘s Ranger Station.  

 
Camping Rate 

$18.00 a night, plus tax 
(Daily equestrian fees are NOT included in 

camping rates)
