Florida Caverns State Park consists of

approximately 1300 acres, mostly in floodplain swamp

and forest and also in upland hardwoods. For its size, it

has a diverse fauna with over 250 vertebrate species

recorded. This is due to the presence of continental and

peninsular animals, and also the habitat diversity created

by the Chipola River floodplain and numerous limestone

outcroppings. Among the park’s most unusual species

are the Barbour’s map turtle in the Chipola River and the

blind cave salamander, which occurs in aquatic caves.

The assistance of the Panhandle Audubon

Society compilation of the bird list is appreciated. The

abundance of migrant birds is listed for the peak

migratory period. Other animals on the list have been

recorded since the park was first opened in 1941, and

may or may not presently occur in the park.
